This gift is itself the real presence of God’s forgiveness and mercy, nourishing believers in union with their Lord and with each other. Baptized Christians who have received their first communion are welcomed to the Table of the Lord.

A Child-Friendly Congregation
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     We encourage participation by children in worship. We also know that the service can become a bit tedious to toddlers.  At the back of the church, you will find a basket labeled Kid’s Stuff for Worship.  It contains age-appropriate items to help keep little ones occupied during worship. If you need a break, there is an unattended nursery on the lower level.  Take the elevator to level B. The first room to your left is equipped with cribs and other nursery items.  Ask an usher for assistance.


Hear Clearly.  Ask an usher to assist you with a listening device. 
Step 1: Plug the earphone into the earphone jack. Extend 
the cable fully for the best reception.

Step 2: Turn on by rotating the volume wheel. The red 
power LED will light up. This indicates that the 
receiver is ON and the batteries are properly charged.

Step 3: Adjust the volume to the desired listening level.
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An elevator is available in the narthex, with access to all levels of the building. All restrooms, including handicapped 
accessible rooms, are on the lower level.  Ice water is always available in the Narthex.

Background & Pastoral Notes:The Glory to God was the result of my early years of composing, during
which time I became fascinated with the works of Brahms and other Late-Romantic composers.
Fascinated with their use of sudden mediant shifts within a given passage, I challenged myself to
compose a Gloria that would use similar devices. The result is a piece that maintains interest throughout,
each section being catapulted into the next. This piece was written for a more musically advanced
assembly due to the harmonic shifts and melodic skips. Within this framework, however, is an equally

appealing melody which, once learned, has the capacity of generating great enthusiasm in the singing of
the Gloria. '

Music Notes: The key is to generate a spirit of enthusiasm between the music ministers and the
assembly. The opening refrain by the cantor is crucial in the setting of the tempo and mood. Do not
rush or liquify the tempo: it should be sung in a strict thythmic tempo by accenting the first beat of each
measure. Likewise, the choir should mirror the enthusiasm of the cantor and lead the assembly with full
voice, especially since the melody is not contained within the piano accompaniment. Instrumentally this
piece works best when accompanied by piano and guitar since both of these instruments produce the
necessary percussive feel. The piano accompaniment was written to maintain the strict rhythmic drive.

Paying close attention to the articulation markings should help. Two C instrument parts are provided for
further embellishment.
