This gift is itself the real presence of God’s forgiveness and mercy, nourishing believers in union with their Lord and with each other. Baptized Christians who have received their first communion are welcomed to the Table of the Lord.

A Child-Friendly Congregation
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     We encourage participation by children in worship. We also know that the service can become a bit tedious to toddlers.  At the back of the church, you will find a basket labeled Kid’s Stuff for Worship.  It contains age-appropriate items to help keep little ones occupied during worship. If you need a break, there is an unattended nursery on the lower level.  Take the elevator to level B. The first room to your left is equipped with cribs and other nursery items.  Ask an usher for assistance.


Hear Clearly.  Ask an usher to assist you with a listening device. 
Step 1: Plug the earphone into the earphone jack. Extend 
the cable fully for the best reception.

Step 2: Turn on by rotating the volume wheel. The red 
power LED will light up. This indicates that the 
receiver is ON and the batteries are properly charged.

Step 3: Adjust the volume to the desired listening level.
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An elevator is available in the narthex, with access to all levels of the building. All restrooms, including handicapped 
accessible rooms, are on the lower level.  Ice water is always available in the Narthex.

NOTES

The 23rd Psalm appears numerous times in the lectionary; it is also appropriate for
the Order of Christian Funerals. The language of this setting, especially the refrain,
moves away from the familiar biblical text not in order to change the meaning of the
psalm, but in an attempt to uncover anew the deep and profound truth of God’s
love. The images for God are meant to be both inclusive and evocative of God’s
intimate relationship with us. '

The accompaniment is deliberately sparse, and instrumentation should attempt
merely to support the assembly and choral voices, and “frame” the words without
calling undo attention to itself. One keyboard instrument of two guitars are
sufficient. There are optional parts for a string quartet and two C instruments
available from GIA Publications.

Although there are choral parts written throughout, the setting may be done with a
single cantor singing the melody line, especially if the setting were to be done at
weddings or funerals. On the fourth verse the choral harmonies may also be done
two-part (soprano and tenor).

Thank you to Ken Mervine for suggesting this psalm setting and various ideas on

its form and use.
