Palm Sunday

Palm Sunday commemorates Christ’s triumphal entry into the city of Jerusalem. By the first century, the palm branch had become a symbol of Israel’s national identity. By waving the palm branches and placing them in the road, those who went out to worship Jesus were signaling a nationalist hope that a he was the messiah who had come to liberate them from Roman oppression. As Holy Week unfolded, it was clear that Jesus wasn’t just a national messiah for the people of Israel; he was the messiah who had come to liberate the whole world from their bondage to sin. 

All worshippers should receive a palm branch.  It is an ancient custom in the Church for worshippers to take home the palm branches and place them behind crosses or holy pictures in their home.

Branches that are unused are traditionally dried and stored until the following year, when they are burned and the ashes used on Ash Wednesday for the Imposition of Ashes.

How can you say that the Son of Man must be lifted up? Who is this Son of Man?" 35So Jesus said to them, "The light is among you for a little while longer. Walk while you have the light, lest darkness overtake you. The one who walks in the darkness does not know where he is going. 36While you have the light, believe in the light, that you may become sons of light."
   When Jesus had said these things, he departed and hid himself from them. 37Though he had done so many signs before them, they still did not believe in him, 38so that the word spoken by the prophet Isaiah might be fulfilled:

   "Lord, who has believed what he heard from us,
   and to whom has the arm of the Lord been revealed?"
39Therefore they could not believe. For again Isaiah said,
40"He has blinded their eyes
   and hardened their heart,
lest they see with their eyes,
   and understand with their heart, and turn,
   and I would heal them."

41Isaiah said these things because he saw his glory and spoke of him. 42Nevertheless, many even of the authorities believed in him, but for fear of the Pharisees they did not confess it, so that they would not be put out of the synagogue; 43for they loved the glory that comes from man more than the glory that comes from God.
