The Paschal Triduum

Three Sacred Days

The term triduum means “three days,” beginning on Holy Thursday and concluding on Holy Saturday night with the Paschal Vigil as the Church celebrates the passion, death and resurrection of Christ. It is one extensive liturgy with three acts, as it were. It is the culmination of the whole liturgical year. The season of Lent concludes on Holy Thursday with the Reconciliation of the Penitents.  

There are special features during the Triduum, including the washing of feet, the institution of the Eucharist, the stripping of the altar, the adoration of the cross, the reading of the Passion narrative, the lighting of new fire and the paschal candle, the renewal of baptismal vows, and the first Eucharist of Easter. 

As the Triduum constitutes one single continuous liturgy, worshipping at all three services during the Three Days permits the faithful Christian to fully experience the richness and rewards of these three ancient liturgies of the Church. It should be lived in the spirit of a retreat during which we meditate on these holy events without letting worldly things intrude much.

Holy Thursday
April 21

On this day the Christian community gathers to share in the holy supper given by Christ for the Church as revelation of his unfailing love for the human family. In the actions of this liturgy, Christ demonstrates love by speaking his faithful word—as loving command, by washing feet—as a symbol of servanthood and humility, and by giving us his body and blood—as sacramental food for the journey. From this gathering then, we depart—commissioned, enlightened and nourished—to accept and obey the mandate: to serve those in need; to offer mercy to the hurting; to ensure justice for those on the margins of society; and, to feed the hungry.

This beginning of the liturgy of The Three Days does not end tonight; it continues with the service on Good Friday. 
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With nightfall our Lenten observance comes to an end, and we gather with Christians around the world to celebrate the Three Days of Jesus' death and resurrection. At the heart of the Maundy Thursday liturgy is Jesus' commandment to love one another. As Jesus washed the feet of his disciples, we are called to follow his example as we humbly care for one another, especially the poor and the unloved. At the Lord's table we remember Jesus' sacrifice of his life, even as we are called to offer ourselves in love for the life of the world.
